· Martin mentioned the car parking and stated that he would speak to Doug Maidens about using Saltburn Town’s football field to park the cars ( Action Point – Martin ) 

· PTA stated that toilet facilities would be available on the day in the School as it will be open for the cookery class 

· PTA stated that Mrs Moore, Deputy Head, would like all of the staff at Huntcliff to be asked if they can help out

· PTA to approach Andy Pollard to see if they can get a litter pick done before the Gala Day ( Action Point – PTA )

· Lisa to arrange the ice cream van ( Action Point – Lisa )
· Lesley Phenix to speak to a friend ( Mrs. Busby ) to see if she can do the Face Painting (Action Point–Lesley Phenix )
·  Lisa stated that she thought that the purchase of 3 pop-up gazebos would be a good investment not only for the annual Gala Day event but it could be utilised for future school events . The cost was approx £ 70 each and the school could purchase them and the cost could be taken out of the ‘profits’ (Action Point – PTA )
· Lisa will e mail Jim Platt to see if Jim can bring the ‘Speed Cage’ again this year (Action Point – Lisa )
· Dawn Kossick-Plumpton to be approached to see if she would be prepared to do the Barclays ‘Pound for Pound’ scheme this year ( Action Point – PTA ). Derek stated that if there was a problem with Dawn being involved he would speak to Allan Whiley who is a Barclays employee 
·  Martin said he would speak to Eddie Guy about getting the date changed on the advertising banner ( Action Point – Martin )
· Phil agreed to order this year’s Gala Day trophies using the same supplier as last year ( Action Point – Phil ) 

· PTA to ask the Teachers to see if any were prepared to volunteer to referee ( Action Point – PTA )
· Martin stated that he would get the Rotary Club to deal with the raffle tickets ( Action Point – Martin )
· PTA stated that their next meeting was scheduled for 24.4.07 and tonight’s matters would be raised at that meeting.   Agreement would also be sought from Mrs Headdon. Lisa stated that rather than the PTA attending the next SAFC meeting she would update both PTA and SAFC on developments ( Action Point – Lisa )
